Payments for accommodation will be made directly to Christ’s 

College (appropriate codes for booking through the College web site will be provided nearer 

the time of the reunion), whereas payments relating to dinner and coach travel will be made 

via the Organising Committee.  Dinner and coach travel bookings can be changed up to one 

month before the events: after which your charges will be for your account, and acceptance 

of this is signified by your completing and returning the booking form.

We will advise you of the process 

nearer the date of the reunion.  Note that we have reserved a block of rooms and arranged a 

special rate for attendees at the reunion.  However, there is no issue if you wish to arrange your 

own accommodation elsewhere in or around Cambridge. 

(6) Additional nights of accommodation at Christ’s College may be available.  The College will be able 

to advise you as to both availability and cost when booking opens, but we should like preliminary 

notification at this stage, so that we can advise the College of likely requirements.

(8) Vegetarian and vegan diets, and specific allergies, can be catered for, if advised in advance. 

(9) The Hall is readily accessible, but some bedrooms and the Upper Hall are only accessible via stairs.  

Generally, good paths and level access routes exist throughout the main areas of the College. 

(10) Only limited car parking is available in College.  This will be reserved for those with special 

requirements arising from disability.  Otherwise, use should be made of public car parks located 

no more than a few minutes’ walk from the College.
